Faculty Note: These questions are designed to continue learning about your students. These can be used to spark group or class discussions, as a journal entry, or in casual conversations with students. 

· What is your educational background?
· How do you feel about your overall educational experiences to this point?  
· Where can you turn for support if you are struggling?
· What are your greatest talents?
· Outside of school, what do you spend your time doing (e.g., family, jobs, hobbies)? 
· What influences how people learn, perceive, and grow? What have been the greatest influences in your life?
· How do individuals develop over time? How do you believe you have developed over time?
· What cultures are represented where you live?
· How do social, political, and cultural interactions support the development of someone’s identity?
· If your peers/friends/family were to describe you, what would they say?
· Why do people decide to live where they do? What are reasons some people move to other places? What are the reasons for you residing where you do?
· What experiences do you have related to this industry?
· What excites you when answering questions about yourself in an interview?
· Are there certain parts of an interview that concern you? Why?
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
