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This module is the third in the series of four and will help students understand the international
requirements of jobs in their career field.

Assignments:
Each assignment listed below includes a faculty overview page and an assignment sheet. All
assignments can be found in the Student Assignments section of the CTE Toolkit.

Assignment 1: One-Pager on Global Skills in Career Fields

In Student Module 3, students are asked to reflect on why global skills are important to their
career field. This assignment allows students to gather their thoughts on the reflection
guestions asked in the module by creating a one-page visual overview—commonly called a one-
pager in education.

Assignment 2: Global Career Readiness Self-Assessment
This assignment asks students to assess their own Global Career Ready Practices.

Assignment 3: Global Career Readiness Examples
Students will explore online examples of work in each CTE area utilizing the GREAT (Global
Readiness Examples and Topics) tool (https://digitalpromise.org/initiative/global-

education/great-global-readiness-examples-and-topics/). This assighment asks students to

review the examples for their career field and then further explore at least two of the ideas on
their own.
